76. The Shareholders’ General Meeting shall be conducted in personal, in absentia and mixed
forms.

77. 1f the Shareholders’ General Meeting is hold in a personal or in a mixed form as a rule the
Chairman ofthe Board of Directors of the Bank acts as the Chairman of the Shareholders Genera
Meeting and in case of his absence at the Shareholders’ General Meeting - Deputy Chairman of
the Board of Directors or other person, elected by the persons participating in the Shareho ere
General Meeting. The Chairman of the Shareholders’ General Meeting (in case he/she is not the
Chairman or Deputy Chairman of the Board of Directors) shall be elected for the term of the
respective Shareholders’ General Meeting.

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The polling bulletins shall be handed out against the signature or sent by a registered mail to the
persons who have the right to participate in the Shareholders’ General Meeting no later than
15 days prior to holding the Shareholders’ General Meeting. While determining a quorum and
counting the votes of the Shareholders’ General Meeting, performed in absentia or a mixed form,
only those votes of shareholders are taken into account that were represented by the polling
bulletins sent by a registered mail or by a courier and received before the deadline for submission
ofthe bulletins. _ , ,
Confirmation of the quorum and counting of votes when making decisions at the Shareholders
General Meeting is carried out by the secretary of the Shareholders General Meeting. The
functions of the secretary ofthe meeting are performed by the secretary ofthe Board of Directors,
unless otherwise established by the decision of the Shareholders General Meeting.

78. The Shareholders’ General Meeting is eligible if participating shareholders (their
representatives) jointly have over 50% of votes of the total number of votes held by shareholders.
Ifthe Shareholders’ General Meeting is performed in absentia the Shareholders” General Meeting
is eligible provided that the polling bulletins have been received from the shareholders jointly
holding over 50% of the votes of the total number of votes held by shareholders. If the
Shareholders’ General Meeting is performed in a mixed form, the Shareholders” General Meeting
is eligible subject to receiving the polling bulletins from the shareholders or presence of the
shareholders jointly holding over 50% of the votes of the total number of votes held by
shareholders. ,
In cases of absence ofthe quorum ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting, the annual Shareholders
General Meeting have to be called and the extraordinary one - might be recalled within the terms
and with the quorum in accordance with the requirements of the legislation.

79. The voting at the Shareholders’ General Meeting shall be made under the principle: one
ordinary share - one vote.

The decisions of the Shareholders’ General Meeting shall be taken by a simple majority of votes
(more than fifty percent) ofthe participants ofthe meeting, unless otherwise is expressly provided
in this Charter.

The decision on the conclusion of any large transaction involving property in the amount ot 20-
50% of the balance sheet value of the Bank’s assets shall be taken by at least 2/3 of the votes,
participating in the Shareholders’ General Meeting.

The decisions on the conclusion of any material transaction involving assets or property in the
amount over 50% of the balance sheet value of the Bank’s assets, on the changes and (or)
amendments to the Bank’s Charter, on an increase or a decrease ofthe Bank’s Authorized Capital,
on a decision on the issue (additional issue) of shares, a decision on the acquisition by the Bank of
shares placed by it, on a change in the quantity ofthe Bank’s shares without a change in the Bank’s
Authorized Capital, Bank’s reorganisation or liquidation, approval of the Bank’s local legal acts
in accordance with the legislation shall be taken by at least 3/4 of the votes, participating in the
Shareholders’ General Meeting.

The decision on the increase of the Bank’s Authorized Capital by means of increase of the shares
nominal value at the expense of the shareholders’ own funds shall be taken unanimously.
Decisions taken by the Shareholders’ General Meeting shall be announced at the same meeting
and brought to the attention of shareholders in the manner prescribed for notification of the
Shareholders’ General Meeting, no later than 10 days after the end date of the Shareholders
General Meeting.

80. The decisions ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting no later than five days after the date of its
end shall be executed in the form of the minutes.
The minutes shall be kept and executed by the secretary of the Shareholders’ General Meeting.
The minutes shall be kept directly during the Shareholders’ General Meeting, executed in personal
or in mixed form, and shall contain:
name and address of the Bank;
- place, time and form of the Shareholders’ General Meeting;
surnames and names of the Chairman of the Shareholders General Meeting, its secietaiy.
members of the Counting Commission (if the Counting Commission is established);
agenda;
- quantity of the present shareholders and of the votes belonging to them;
- issues, which have been put to vote, the totals of voting and the decisions made.
The minutes shall be accompanied with a registration list of members ofthe Shareholders’ General
Meeting with their signatures and (in case the meeting is held in a mixed form) - the polling
bulletins, received from shareholders who are not present on the meeting.
The minutes of the Shareholders’ General Meeting of the Bank, held in absentia, shall contain:
name of the document;
name and address of the Bank;
the form of the Shareholders’ General Meeting;
closing date for receiving completed bulletins;
- information on the presence of a quorum (the number of votes of shareholders who
provided bulletins);
- place and time of drawing up the minutes;
agenda;
- the results of the voting on each of the issues of the agenda and the decisions made.
The minutes shall be accompanied by the polling bulletins obtained from the shareholders.
The minutes shall be signed (with the countersigning of each page of the minutes, including the
decisions attached to the minutes) by the Chairman and the secretary of the Shareholders’ General
Meeting, as well as at least two members of the Counting Commission, if such a commission has
been formed. The protocol, in addition to the indicated persons, by decision of the Shareholders’
General Meeting, could be signed by other persons.

81. The minutes, prepared and signed, shall be brought to the Bank’s documents.

Upon a written request of a shareholder, the secretary of the Shareholders’ General Meeting
prepares a certified extract from the minutes or a copy of the minutes and sends them to the
respective shareholder.

Article 11. Board of Directors of the Bank

82. The Board of Directors is the body executing management of the activities of the Bank in the
period between the Shareholders’ General Meetings.

83. The Board of Directors has the competence over the following:
83.1. calling of the annual Shareholders’ General Meeting and solving the issues, connected with
its preparation and holding;
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83.2. making decisions on the Bank’s emissive securities, except for the issue ofthe Bank’s shares;
83.3. excluded;

83.4. making decisions on re-purchase of the Bank’s securities issued, except for the decisions on
re-purchase ofthe Bank’s shares issued;

83.5. approval of the value of the Bank’s property involved in a large transaction with particular
interest of the Bank’s affiliates, issue (distribution) of securities and in other cases stipulated by
the legislation or the Bank’s Charter the determination of the Bank’s property value in case
carrying out the transactions with such property requires the decision ofthe Shareholders’ General
Meeting or the Board of Directors;

83.6. determining the recommended amount of remunerations and reimbursements to the members
of the Revision Commission for performing their duties, determining the amount of, procedure
and condition for the payment of remunerations and (or) compensations to the Bank’s employees
determined by the legislation;

83.7. determination of the recommended dividends amount and the term of dividends payments;
83.8. utilisation ofthe Bank’s funds, except for the cases when making such a decision is attributed
directly to the competence of other Bank’s bodies according to the legislation;

83.9. making a decision on the conclusion of a transaction (a series of related transactions) with
particular interest of the Bank’s affiliates, if the value of property involved into a transaction (a
series ofrelated transactions) is no more than 25% ofthe balance sheet value ofthe Bank’s assets,
except for transactions, which have the evidence of interest of the Bank’s affiliates, but due to the
allowances, specified in the legislation on legal entities, might be carried out in the usual course
without a decision of the management body, which has a competence to make a decision due to
this sub-clause.

83.10. making a decision on the conclusion of a large transaction;

83.11. choice and approval of the external auditor and definition of material terms of the audit
services agreement with it;

83.12. approval of the conditions of the agreement with the managing company (manager) and
with the appraiser;

83.121. approval of an independent evaluation of non-monetary contributions to the authorized
capital of the Bank on the basis of a conclusion on the appraisal or an expert opinion on the
reliability of an internal appraisal ofthe value of non-monetary contributions;

83.13. approval of the Regulations on the Management Board of the Bank and other local
regulatory legal acts ofthe Bank if the approval of the local legal act of the Bank is attributable to
the competence ofthe Board of Directors in accordance with the legislation;

83.14. making a decision on the establishment of associations of legal entities, which are not legal
entities, and on participation in such associations;

83.15. making a decision on establishment and closure ofthe Bank’s branches and representative
offices;

83.16. making a decision on establishment, reorganisation and liquidation of unitary enterprises
and institutions by the Bank;

83.17. making a decision on establishment of other legal entities or investment into their capital;
83.18. election members ofthe Management Board ofthe Bank, early termination of their powers,
except for cases when, in accordance with the legislation, the powers of members of the
Management Board of the Bank, including the Chairman of the Management Board of the Bank,
are terminated early without decision of the Board of Directors

Directors and the expulsion from the Board of Directors of its member (re-election of a member

of the Board of Directors);

carrying out an arttna! self-assessment of the effectiveness of the activities of the Board of
Directors, its members, as well as an internal assessment of the effectiveness of the activities of

the Bank’s Management Board and submission this information to the shareholders of the Bank;

monitoring of banking transactions with insiders and related persons without preferential

determination of corporate rules, control of efficiency of corporate governance practices in the
Bank;

83.24.2. in the field of Risk Management organization:

ensuring a Risk Management system organization;

exclusion of conflict of interest and conditions for its occurrence in the process of Risk
Management;

approval of local legal acts ofthe Bank, which define the Risk Management strategy of the Bank;
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determination of tolerance to inherent risks in the Bank,

review of the year-end report on the results of the activities of the independent director of the risk
committee;

approval of risk and capital management policy at the Bank;

83.24.3.in the field of internal control and internal audit:

ensuring the organization of the internal control system;

ensuring the exclusion of a conflict of interest and the conditions for its occurrence in the process
of internal control;

approval of a local legal act that defines the Bank’s strategy in relation to the organization and
implementation of internal control;

setting limits on transactions and other activities, decisions on which are made by the Bank s

83.33. settlement of disputes between the bodies of the Bank and its shareholders;

84. Excluded

85. The Board of Directors of the Bank consists of thirteen members.

The proposals to the Shareholders’ General Meeting concerning the personal composition of the
newly-elected Board of Directors, in accordance with the clause 74 of this Charter shall include
the shareholders (their representatives), holding the greatest number of the shares of the Bank and
who have not declared their refusal to accept nomination. The Shareholders’ General Meeting sha

have the right to establish other conditions of election of shareholders (their representatives) into
the members of the Board of Directors ofthe Bank. The shareholders (their representatives), who
have gathered more than 50 percent of the votes of the members of the Shareholders General
Meeting and the majority of votes compared to the other candidates, included into the ballot paper
shall be considered elected as members of the Board of Directors (within the limits of the tota
number of the Board of Directors pointed above).
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86. The Board of Directors shall include at least three independent directors.
87. The members ofthe Board of Directors cannot be included into the Revision Commission.

88. Authorities of all or any Board of Directors” members may be terminated ahead of schedule
by the decision ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting.

The powers of a member of the Board of Directors shall be terminated ahead of schedule by the
decision of the Shareholders’ General Meeting of the Bank in connection with the resignation of
a member of the Board of Directors from the date of filing by him of an application for his
withdrawal, death of a member of the Board of Directors, declaring him dead, declaring him
incompetent or missing.

89. The Board of Directors shall elect the Chairman and Deputy Chairmen of the Board of
Directors independently and shall determine the procedure of its work.

The Chairman of the Board of Directors and his/her deputies shall be elected for the whole term
of the authority ofthe Board of Directors. The decision on such appointment or resignation of the
Chairman and Deputy Chairmen ofthe Board of Directors shall be approved by a simple majority
of votes of the Board of Directors’ members.

The Board of Directors shall have a right to confine itself to electing only the Chairman of the
Board of Directors or the Chairman ofthe Board of Directors and a Deputy Chairman ofthe Board
of Directors.

The Chairman ofthe Board of Directors (or a person substituting him/her) shall organize the work
ofthe Board of Directors, including that he/she shall:

- call, conduct and chair the meetings of the Board of Directors, organize keeping of the
minutes;

organize the work of meetings of the Board of Directors;

- submit proposals and recommendations of the Board of Directors for consideration by the
Shareholders’ General Meeting and the Audit Commission of the Bank;

- submit to the Bank’s shareholders for consideration at the Shareholders’ General Meeting
or in the period between meetings of shareholders the results of self-assessment ofthe performance
of the Board of Directors, its members, as well as internal assessment of the performance of the
Bank’s Management Board;

- sign the minutes ofthe meeting ofthe Board of Directors;

- organize control over the execution of decisions of the Shareholders’ General Meeting,
ensures control over the execution of decisions of the Board of Directors.

A member of the Board of Directors, including its Chairman and Deputy Chairman of the Board
of Directors, has the right to:

- receive any information concerning the Bank’s activities in any branches and services of
the Bank;

- receive remuneration for the implementation of their duties, in the event that the
Shareholders’ General Meeting makes such a decision;

receive reimbursement of expenses related to holding meetings of the Board of Directors
in accordance with the established norms at the expense of the Bank.
A member of the Board of Directors, including its Chairman and Deputy Chairman of the Board
of Directors, must be guided in their activities by the legislation, the Charter ofthe Bank, decisions
ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting of the Bank.
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Members of the Board of Directors shall meet the requirements established by law in cases
stipulated by the legislation.

Members ofthe Board of Directors, including its Chairman and Deputy Chairman of the Board ot
Directors, shall be liable to the Bank for losses caused to the Bank by their guilty actions (inaction),
if their guilt in causing such losses is duly proved and established by the court.

90. The Board of Directors of the Bank shall make its decisions at its meetings or by means of a
survey. Participation in the meeting of the Board of Directors of its members is possible remotely
using remote service systems.

91. The meetings shall be called by and the survey shall be agreed upon with the Chairman of the
Board of Directors. Each member ofthe Board of Directors, a shareholder holding at least 10% of
the voting shares, the Revision Commission, the Management Board of the Bank, Audit
Organization have the right to demand from the Chairman of the Board of Directors of the Bank
to call the meeting (conduct a survey) ofthe Board of Directors, having substantiated its necessity
and specifying a form of decision-making (by means of a meeting or a survey). If the Chairman of
the Board of Directors fails to fulfil the demand within 7 days, its initiator shall have the right to
call the meeting (arrange for a survey) ofthe Board of Directors ofthe Bank by himself/herself.

92. The right to include the issues into the agenda of the meeting ofthe Board of Directors of the
Bank shall belong to any member ofthe Board of Directors ofthe Bank, the Revision Commission,
and the Management Board as well as to the shareholders, holding jointly over 5 percent of the
shares of the Bank.

93. Members ofthe Board of Directors are notified about the meeting ofthe Board of Directors at
least 10 days before the date of its holding. The procedure for notification about a meeting of the
Board of Directors and its agenda, methods for sending the meeting materials to members of the
Board of Directors are determined by the Regulation on the Board of Directors.

94. The decisions of the Board of Directors can be made if all the members of the Board of
Directors are noticed about the meeting in compliance with the deadlines stipulated by the Charter
of the Bank, the procedure and method of notice sending established by the Regulations on the
Board of Directors.

The Board of Directors is authorized to make decisions if at least half of the number of its elected
members are present.

A member of the Board of Directors is not entitled to transfer his powers, including the right to
vote, to another person, including another member of the Board of Directors.

95. A survey of the Board of Directors’ members shall be treated as successful if the survey lists
with the attached survey materials have been sentto all members ofthe Board of Directors at least
10 days prior to the date and the lists completed have been received from at least not less than half
ofthe elected Board members. The technical aspects ofthe organization ofthe survey ofthe Board
of Directors’ members are determined by Regulation on the Board of Directors.

96. A decision at the meeting ofthe Board of Directors ofthe Bank shall be made by public voting,
and in case of survey - by personal survey lists.

Each member of the Board of Directors at the meeting and in case of conducting a survey of the
Board of Directors has one vote.

Unless otherwise provided by law and (or) the Charter of the Bank, decision at a meeting of the
Board of Directors of the Bank is considered adopted if a simple majority of the members of the
Board of Directors participating in the meeting voted for it. If the votes are equally divided, the
casting vote belongs to the Chairman ofthe Board of Directors. A decision on any large transaction
shall be made unanimously by all members of the Board of Directors.

The decision on a transaction in which affiliates are interested is taken by a simple majority of
votes of all members ofthe Board of Directors who are not interested in making this transaction -
independent directors. An independent director is a member of the Board of Directors who,
regardless of the status of a member of the Board of Directors, is not an affiliate of the Bank in
accordance with the legislation.

97. Decisions made by the Board of Directors shall be fixed in the minutes, which shall be drawn
up no later than 3 days after the date ofthe end of the Board of Directors meeting or counting of
votes. The procedure of registration and storage of the minutes of the Board of Directors shall be
determined by the Regulation on the Board of Directors ofthe Bank.

98. The decisions of the Board of Directors, made within the limits of its authorities, shall be
obligatory for the officials ofthe Bank.

The Management Board of the Bank shall not be liable for the decisions made by the Board of
Directors of the Bank.

99. The members of the Board of Directors have the right to request from the Management Board
of the Bank submission of any information related to the activities of the Bank and bear liability
for disclosure of confidential information in accordance with the legislation.

100. The members of the Board of Directors may be paid out the reward and (or) reimbursed at
the rate and on the conditions established by the Shareholders’ General Meeting for performing
their duties.

Article 12. Management Board of the Bank

101. The Management Board of the Bank shall be the permanently acting executive body of the
Bank.

102. The Management Board of the Bank shall:

102.1. execute the current management of the activities of the Bank, ensure performance of the
decisions ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting and the Board of Directors of the Bank;

102.2. approve the current plans of the Bank;

102.3. solve the issues of selection, training and placement of the employees;

102.4. determine conditions and the order of payroll to the Bank’s employees;

102.5. set the interest rates on operations of the Bank as well as the rate of commissions for the
services rendered by the Bank, ifthis authority is not transferred in accordance with the established
procedure to the collegial bodies ofthe Bank
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102.6. consider and approve local legal acts covering the current activities of the Bank, except for
the acts approval of which refers to the competence ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting and the
Board of Directors.

102.7. approve the charters of the unitary enterprises established by the Bank, changes and (or)
amendments to such charters;

102.8. set the procedure of control over the utilization ofthe funds;

102.9. consider proposals, directions and recommendations ofthe Board of Directors of the Bank,
the Shareholders’ General Meeting, the National Bank and government bodies, takes measures to
respond appropriately to their proposals, instructions and recommendations and informs those
concerned about these measures;

102.10. execute the organizational and legal support ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting and the
meetings of the Board of Directors;

102.11 organize the risk management system and internal control system, maintain their
functioning, and maintain functioning of the corporate management system within the limits and
with the methods stipulated by local regulatory legal acts in accordance with the legislation;
102.12. take measures to eliminate conflict of interests and conditions of occurrence thereof, as
well as to manage conflicts of interest;

102.13. inform the Board of Directors and (or) the committees established by the Board of
Directors of detected violations of the legislation, decisions of the National Bank on application
ofthe supervisory response rules in relation to the Bank, local acts of the Bank, which may affect
the efficiency of corporate governance or the financial reliability of the Bank;

102.14. organize the timely elimination of violations of the legislation, abuses and shortcomings
identified during the audits of the Audit Commission, audits of the internal audit service, the audit
organization, the National Bank and other state (supervisory) bodies, as well as the execution of
the resulting recommendations:

102.15. Excluded;

102.16. consider and organize the solution of other issues of the Bank’s activities that are not
within the competence of the Shareholders’ General Meeting and the Board of Directors of the
Bank.

For optimization of particular and most important directions of the Bank’s activity, the
Management Board of the Bank has the right to establish committees and commissions with
inclusion into their composition of employees from various departments of the Bank. The
regulations on such committees and commissions shall be approved by the Management Board of
the Bank.

103. The Management Board of the Bank has no right to make decisions, which are obligatory for
the Shareholders’ General Meeting, the Board of Directors as well as for individual shareholders
ofthe Bank or members of the Board of Directors, if these decisions do not concern fulfilment by
these persons of their labour duties in relation to the Bank.

104. The Management Board including the Chairman of the Management Board shall be elected
in the number of 7 persons by the Board of Directors. Personal composition of the Management
Board shall be determined by the Board of Directors. The acting Chairman of the Management
Board submits proposals for candidates to become members ofthe Management Board.

The term of authorities, rights and obhgations ofthe members ofthe Management Board including
the Chairman of the Management Board are determined in accordance with the legislation, this
Charter and the employment agreements concluded with each member ofthe Management Board.
The contract on behalf of the Bank is signed by the Chairman of the Board of Directors of the
Bank or a member ofthe Board of Directors authorized by the Board of Directors.
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The members of the Management Board of the Bank cannot hold positions of officials in other
commercial organizations, main business of which includes banking and (or) financial activities,
and (or) which are insiders ofthe Bank.

Members of the Management Board shall be liable to the Bank for any losses caused to the Bank
by their guilty actions (or inaction), if their guilt in causing such losses is duly proved and
established by the court.

The decision on early termination of the powers of a member of the Management Board is made
by the Board of Directors, including in the case of submission of a relevant application by a
member of the Management Board. Early termination of powers ofa member of the Management
Board does not entail termination of the employment agreement (contract) and his dismissal from
the relevant position held in the Bank, with the exception of the Chairman of the Management
Board.

105. The authorities of the members of the Management Board shall be determined by their
employment agreements, powers of attorney and local legal acts of the Bank. The current tasks of
the members of the Management Board shall be defined by the Chairman of the Management
Board directly or at the meetings of the Management Board. Members of the Management Board
are subject to the specifics of labour regulation established by labour legislation for the head of
the organization.

106. The Management Board shall make decisions at its meeting. The meetings ofthe Management
Board shall be called by the Chairman of the Management Board as may be required, but at least
once a month. The Management Board shall be competent to make decisions, if at least 50% of its
members are present.

A decision of the Management Board shall be taken by voting. Each member of the Management
Board shall have one vote at the meeting of the Management Board. A decision shall be made at
the meeting of the Management Board by a simple majority of votes of the members of the
Management Board participating in the meeting. In case of equality of the votes, the decision shall
be considered adopted, if it has been supported by the Chairman ofthe Management Board.

The decisions, made by the Management Board, shall be stated in the minutes. The minutes shall
be signed by the Chairman of the Management Board and all the members of the Management
Board participating in the meeting. In case ofdisagreement ofa member ofthe Management Board
with the decision made, he/she shall be obliged to sign the minutes but shall have the right to attach
to it his or her differing opinion expressed in writing.

107. The head of the Management Board and of the Bank as a whole is the Chairman of the
Management Board, who bears personal responsibility for performance of the functions appointed
to the Management Board and for the work of the Bank’s employees. The Chairman of the
Management Board shall be appointed by the Board of Directors of the Bank from the members
of the Management Board.

108. The Chairman ofthe Management Board shall:

108.1. act on behalf of the Bank without any power of attorney and represent it in relationships
with all legal entities and individuals;

108.2. organize the work of the Management Board;

108.3. ensure performance of the decisions of the Shareholders’ General Meetings, the Board of
Directors and the Management Board of the Bank;

108.4. bear responsibility for the activities of the Bank;

108.5. represent the interests of the Bank at the National Bank and other state bodies, in
relationship with all the organisations, officials and citizens;

108.6. dispose of the property and other assets of the Bank, taking into consideration the
requirements of the legislation and this Charter;
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108.7. conclude deals as well as conclude employment agreements (contracts), and issue powers
of attorney, fulfilling the requirements set forth in the laws of the Republic of Belarus and this
Charter in relation to large transactions and transactions where there is a particular interest of the
Bank’s affiliates in conducting such transaction;

108.8. open correspondent and other accounts;

108.9. approve the staffing table;

108.10. issue orders and instructions, give directions, obligatory for all the employees ofthe Bank;
108.11. form working groups for the optimisation of particular directions of the Bank’s activity
and their composition;

108.12. distribute duties among his/her deputies, officials, heads of departments, approve
regulations on particular departments of the Bank and job descriptions for particular categories of
managers;

108.13. apply measures of disciplinary punishment and personal stimulation in respect to the
employees ofthe Bank.

108.14. determine the procedures of documentation management;

108.15 review the work plan ofthe internal audit service, review information on the results of the
audits conducted by the internal audit service, the status of the internal control system, and the
legality and effectiveness of the Bank’s activities; determine measures to ensure the prompt
implementation of the recommendations and observations of the internal audit service, external
auditors, the National Bank and other State supervisory bodies.

1081 In the event of dismissal (dismissal, transfer) of the Chairman of the Board, the Board of
Directors of the Bank may entrust the fulfilment of the duties of the Chairman of the Board to
persons who have passed the assessment of compliance with the requirements for the relevant
position, or to the Deputy Chairman ofthe Board for a period of not more than one year.

109. Deputy Chairmen ofthe Management Board, Members of the Management Board and other
officials shall conduct management and control over the particular directions ofthe Bank’s activity
and Bank’s departments in accordance with the authorities determined by the Chairman of the
Management Board.

Within their competence Deputy Chairmen, Members of the Management Board, other officials
shall exercise some oftheir authorities in accordance with the authorities delegated to them by the
Chairman ofthe Management Board.

Deputy Chairmen shall act on the basis of powers of attorney issued with the signature of the
Chairman ofthe Management Board and may issue powers of attorney.

Article 13. Revision Commission of the Bank

110. The internal control over financial and operational activities of the Bank, its branches and
representative offices shall be carried out by the Revision Commission in accordance with the
legislation and local legal acts ofthe Bank.

The oanpeteace of the Revision Commission includes carrying out audit of all or several
directions of the Bank’s activity or inspections of one or several interrelated directions or for a
detemr.ec rer.od ofthis activity carried out by the Bank.
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111. The Revision Commission shall be elected annually by the Shareholders’ General Meeting in
the number of three persons. The members of the Board of Directors, the Management Board as
well as other persons occupying any official posts in the Bank, cannot be the members of the
Revision Commission.

The Revision Commission shall independently elect its Chairman from among the members ofthe
Revision Commission, define its regulations and methods of work. The Chairman ofthe Revision
Commission shall be elected before the end of the Shareholder’s General Meeting during which
the Revision Commission is elected. The first meeting of the Revision Commission before the
election of the Chairman of the Revision Commission shall be headed by the Chairman of the
Shareholder’s General Meeting.

Chairman of the Revision Commission organizes the activity of the Revision Commission, also
calls and holds the meetings of the Revision Commission and presides over these meetings,
prepares the plan of its work, manages the Revision Commission revisions and audits, distributes
duties among the members of the Revision Commission, ensures the drawing up of a conclusion
on the results of the revision or audit, signs the minutes of meetings, reports and other documents
of the Revision Commission, resolves other issues provided for by the regulation on Revision
Commission of the Bank.

112. The Revision Commission shall check the compliance by the Bank with the legislative and
other acts, which regulate the activity of commercial banks, the procedures ofaccounting, banking
internal control, lending, settlement and other transactions carried out by the Bank during the year
(with entire or random inspection of documents), state of cash department and property.
The Revision Commission carries out an annual audit of the results of financial and operational
activities ofthe Bank for the reporting year. This audit is called planned. All other inspections and
audits are unplanned.
Unplanned audits and inspections may be carried out in order specified in the legislation in the
following cases:

- by the initiative ofthe Revision Commission;

- by the decision ofthe Shareholder’s General Meeting or the Board of Directors;

by the request of shareholders holding jointly over 10 percent ofthe Bank’s shares in cases

specified by the legislation.
The Revision Commission shall direct the reports on the results of audits and inspections to the
Bank managing authorities. The Revision Commission shall form the conclusion on the annual
report, accounting (financial) statements. The Shareholders’ General Meeting has no right to
approve the annual report, accounting (financial) statements without the conclusion of the
Revision Commission.
The Revision Commission shall be accountable directly to the Shareholders’ General Meeting.

113. The members of the Revision Commission shall have the right to attend the meetings of the
Management Board with a deliberative vote.

114. Annual planned audit shall be held within such a term so that the report with the results of
annual audit to the Board of Directors of the Bank was made at least 20 days prior to the annual
Shareholders’ General Meeting.
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Unplanned audits and inspections conducted by the Revision Commission’s own initiative shall
be started within the terms appointed by the Revision Commission, and their duration should not
exceed 30 days.

Unplanned audits and inspections carried out by the decision of the Board of Directors or
Shareholders’ General Meeting shall be started no later than the date appointed by the respective
management body, and carried out within the period appointed by this body, but not exceeding 30
days.

Unplanned audits and inspections carried out upon the request of the Bank’s shareholders shall be
started no later than 30 days after receiving such request, and their duration should not exceed 30
days.

115. Excluded.

116. The Revision Commission shall be obliged to demand calling of an extraordinary
Shareholders’ General Meeting, in case the decision regarding the facts detected by it may be made
only by the Shareholders’ General Meeting.

117. Excluded.

118. The reports of the Revision Commission of the Bank must be signed by the members of the
Revision Commission who conducted the audit or inspection. In case of disagreement with the
conclusion of the Revision Commission or with its separate conclusions and proposals, any
member of the Revision Commission has the right to express his point of view on the
disagreements that have arisen.

119. Members of the Revision Commission of the Bank during the period of performance of their
duties, by decision of the Shareholders’ General Meeting and in the amounts determined by it,
may be paid remuneration and (or) reimbursed for expenses related to the performance of these
duties by them.

120. The members ofthe Revision Commission shall bear liability for diligent fulfilment of duties
entrusted to them according to the procedure appointed by the current legislation and this Charter.
Members of the Revision Commission shall bear liability to the Bank for the losses caused to the
Bank by their harmful actions (or inaction), if their guilt in causing such losses is duly proved and
established by the court.

121. The authorities of a member of the Revision Commission may be terminated earlier by the
decision ofthe Shareholders’ General Meeting.

Article 131 Internal Control, Risk Management and Audit in the Bank

122. In accordance with the requirements of the legislation the Bank shall organize the system of
internal control.

Internal control system includes the directions, defined by the local legal acts of the Bank in
accordance with the legislation.
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123. Internal audit unit is an independent unit of the Bank supervised directly by the Chairman of
the Bank and established in order to perform independent control and objective assessment of the
Bank’s activity, including system of internal control, risk management system, assessment of the
efficiency of business processes management.

Internal audit unit of the Bank shall operate on the basis of this Charter and the Regulation on
Internal audit unit of the Bank which is approved by the Board of Directors of the Bank.

124. An official responsible for the internal control in the Bank shall be the Bank’s employee who
meets the qualification requirements and requirements to the business reputation and is appointed
by the head of the Bank with the approval ofthe Board of Directors.

An official responsible for the internal control in the Bank shall be subordinated directly to the
head the Bank, coordinates and effects control over activity of the departments and (or) officials
carrying out internal control in particular departments of the Bank and (or) in particular directions
ofactivity. The status, professional duties, authorities and liabilities of the abovementioned official
are regulated by local legal acts of the Bank.

1241 A person responsible for risk management in the Bank shall be the Bank’s employee who
meets qualification requirements and requirements to the business reputation and is appointed by
the head ofthe Bank with the approval of the Board of Directors.

A person responsible for risk management in the Bank shall be subordinated directly to the head
the Bank, coordinates and effects control over activity of the departments and (or) officials
carrying out internal control in particular departments ofthe Bank and (or) in particular directions
ofactivity. The status, professional duties, authorities and liabilities ofthe abovementioned official
are regulated by local legal acts of the Bank.

125. The Bank shall employ an auditing organisation not connected by the proprietary interests
with the Bank and its shareholders (external audit) in order to perform an audit of accounting
(financial) statements and provide other audit services.

The external audit is carried out on the grounds of an agreement.

The Bank’s management bodies shall take timely measures to eliminate breaches discovered in
the course of audit.

The auditors’ report prepared based on the results of the audit of annual accounting (financial)
statements shall be brought to consideration of the annual Shareholders’ General Meeting.

The auditors’ report prepared on the results ofthe annual audit of accounting (financial) statements
shall be published in mass media according to the procedure established by the legislation.

Article 14. Accounting and Reporting by the Bank. Provision of Information to the National
Bank. Disclosure of Information

126. The Bank shall execute its accounting and reporting under the unified rules established by
the legislation.

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136. The labour relations of the Bank with its employees shall be regulated by the legislation and
by the local legal acts of the Bank. When entering employment the Bank’s employees shall
undertake in writing not to disclose the confidential information.

137. The Bank shall guarantee the rights of its employees for normal working conditions and
labour safety, social protection as well as provide its employees with all the privileges, guarantees
and compensations in accordance with the collective agreement, but not worse than those
established by the current legislation.

138. The salary and material incentives of the Bank’s employees, other social payments shall be
made according to the procedure and in the amounts established by the current legislation and local
legal acts of the Bank.

139. The members of the labour collective of the Bank shall execute their right to protect their
interests through the labour unions and other bodies established in accordance with the established
procedures as well as through judicial proceedings.

Article 16. Termination of the Bank

140. The Bank’s activity shall be terminated by the decision ofthe Shareholder’s General Meeting
and in cases stipulated by the legislation - by the decision of other authority, by means of
reorganisation or liquidation.

141. The Bank’s reorganisation may be carried out in the form of transformation, merger,
consolidation, demerger or split-off.

The Bank’s transformation can be carried out by changing of a legal organizational form of the
Bank. The Bank can be transformed into a non-banking credit and financial organisation in cases
and while meeting the requirements provided for by the legislation.

The Bank can merge only with another bank.

The Bank can be consolidated only to another bank.

Reorganization ofthe Bank by means of a demerger or a split-offis allowed only if the authorized
capital of the bank(s) established in the result thereof remains not less than the minimum
authorized capital required by the legislation.

142. The Bank can be liquidated by the decision of the Shareholder’s General Meeting in the
following cases:

142.1. loss-making activity"” for three consecutive years;

142.2. achievement of negative evaluation of net assets of the Rank;

1421 The Bank shallbe considered liquidated as of the date of the National Bank’s decision on
making a respectiveentry into the Unified State Register of Legal Entities and Individual
Entrepreneurs on its exclusion from this register.
